Declaration concerning

„World Heritage Mount Everest“

an initiative for a trans-frontier world heritage site Sagarmatha-Chomolungma

The National Park Sagarmatha – the Nepalese name for the world’s highest mountain – has been a world natural heritage site in accordance with the UNESCO Convention concerning the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage. The South side of the high mountain region Mount Everest is thus benefiting from the protection of the international community. The North side of the Chomolungma, as the Tibetans call the highest of the Himalayan peaks, has so far not been accepted into the World Heritage List.

I therefore support the extension of the existing international protected area, hosting rare animal species such as the snow leopard and the lesser panda, creating a trans-frontier world natural heritage site “Sagarmatha – Chomolungma” on the Nepalese and Tibeto-Chinese territory.
